God has something special planned for those who have
been ‘at task’ and ‘on alert!” Hints of this are given throughout Scripture, but one example is this:
“...To him who overcomes, | will give some of the hidden manna to eat. And | will give him a
white stone and on the stone a new name written which no one knows except him who receives
it.” (Revelation 2:17 NKJV) What will that be? What does that mean? Hidden things, positions,
encouragements, and enrichments are on the agenda for the one who cares, works, and
overcomes!
